Prior to operation, inspect the loader for syskeaks and damaged, missing, or malfunctioning
components in an effort to avoid the possibilitya@angerous failure involving structural
members or hydraulic system components.

Be certain any repairs necessary are completedtorioader operation.

Completely familiarize yourself and others invalweith the operation of the hydraulic control
valve before operating the loader.

Be certain all bystanders are clear of the macantkoperation area prior to operation.
It may be necessary to add wheel ballast or reggivis as recommended by the tractor
manufacturer to maintain stability of the machiog@revent tipping or upset which could result in

serious injury or death. See mounting instrudifor specific information.

It is recommended that both front and rear wheglds be set to the widest recommended width to
prevent tipping or upset which could result in@es injury or death.

This loader is designed for farm type operatiarchsas snow removal, barn and feedlot cleaning,
light commercial or light grading and digging:sltdesign iSfNOT intended for industrial use.

DURING OPERATION:
Never operate the machine other than from théaraperator’s seat.
Be sure operating area is clear of others duriagmme operations.

Never lift, hoist, or carry humans in the buckebno any portion of the loader or loader
attachments. Failure to heed, may result in geriojury or death.

Transport the machine load at the slowest spessille and with the loader boom at the lowest
transport position to avoid tipping or upsettimdnich may result in serious injury or death.

Use maximum ballast and the widest recommendeeivdietting on your tractor when handling
large shiftable loads.

Never adjust or perform maintenance on the loadé&mactor with the unit in motion, or without
power source locked out.

Never get under bucket or lift arms or reach tigtothe lift arms or bucket linkage when the loader
is in operation. Inadvertent movement may caesess injury or death.

FOLLOWING OPERATION:

Whenever the machine is not in operation, lowerltlader boom and set the tractor brakes,
disengage drive, shut the engine off, and rembgegnition key before dismounting the tractor.

If loader is to be disengaged from tractor, beghe loader is securely supported on a hard, level
surface and the stand is securely engaged. Barcatl connections between tractor and loader ar
free before disengaging.

TRANSPORTING:

Use safety lights and SMV emblem in addition tatever local codes require when equipment is
being transported on the road or highway. Cheithk proper authorities for legal limitations.

Transport all loads at a slow and safe speed.

Carry the load as low as possible and maintaiq@ate visibility and good round clearance at all
times.

PERFORMING MAINTENANCE:

Carefully review, understand, and follow the “ntaimmance” section in this owners manual before
attempting to service loader.

Lower the bucket or attachment to the ground, sHutactor engine, and relieve pressure in the
hydraulic system before adjusting, or servicing lttader.

Escaping hydraulic oil under pressure can pereethet skin. Never use any part of your body to
check for hydraulic leaks. Use cardboard whertking for leaks. See Fig. 5-1. Relieve hydrau-
lic pressure before disconnecting any hydraufie.li Failure to heed may result in serious injury o
death.

Before disconnecting hydraulic lines, lower thader and attachments. Lock out the hydraulic
supply and relieve all hydraulic pressure.

Replace any damaged or painted-over decals. &pe6°for replacement decals.

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TRACTOR & SAFETY POINTERS

The use of good judgment and common sense is ragdssthe operator in using this loader. Thetfron
and rear wheels should be set for the widest wineadl to assure best stability. Use extra cauwtioan
rear wheel weights and tire ballast are addedoader-equipped tractor. DO NOT ram into frozem di
piles, frozen manure piles, ice, etc., with greatmentum where sudden shock loads are encountered.
Serious and costly damage may result to both th@eloand the tractor.

When scraping or back dragging do not extend tfaelatent cylinders more than one half of the
cylinder’s stroke. A limited amount of leveling ynae done, when the loader valving is arranged with
float control. This will prevent damage to cylimdeds. Never ride in the bucket.

Before operating the loader, be sure no one iglsigmear it. Only one person, the operator, shbelon
the tractor. Remain at the controls and undernmomstances leave the tractor unattended witlbtio&et
in a raised position.

DETACHING LOADER

IMPORTANT:

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DETACHING BUCKET

If the bucket is mounted with a grapple the kamxi hydraulic lines need to be disconnected prior
to detachment of the bucket. For detachment obtlo&et, first ensure the bucket is resting on flat
ground. Disengage the handle latch pins (Fig. 14Afl position them onto their rest positions.
(Fig. 11-2) Slowly lower the loader while tiltiige bucket adapter forward. (Fig. 11-3) Drive
rearward until euro/global adapter has clearedtioket.

FILLING THE BUCKET:

When manure is piled on a slope, it is best toedtigactor up the slope straight into the pile. @peg
sideways on a slope has a tendency to tip therigadhit. Drive tractor straight into the pile,saithe
bucket about six inches, then drop bucket and dameard until the bucket is filled. Tilt bucket
completely back, raise main frame and back away freanure pile.

DUMPING THE BUCKET:
When dumping, bring the bucket to proper dumpinigttevhich is just high enough so it will not siik

the spreader as the load is being dumped. Witbubket tipped, drive tractor forward and raise the
bucket at the same time to distribute the load gMeto spreader or conveyance.

RAISING THE BUCKET:
WARNING:

Make sure material in bucket cannot spill out otrastor when loader boom is raised.
Keep clear of overhead obstructions such as tlie@ss or power lines when raising
the bucket.

Side cutting is the best method of reuytarge stockpiles. If the sides of the pile are
too high, use the loader to pull therwd@nd reduce the possibility of slides.

Make sure you keep all lines, cylinders, and compie hydraulic system free of all sand, dirt, and
foreign matter. Use only clean oil in the hydraukt system. When removing the loader from the

tractor, be sure to plug all open ports. If the lader will be out of service for several days or loger,
grease the exposed polished piston shafts on thediet and the lift cylinders.

WARNING:

NEVER attempt to operate the loader with someone nedo#uer frame or bucket.

If this loader is equipped with a Grapple fork, besure Grapple teeth are closed before leaving sedt o
tractor.

Lower the bucket to the ground, shut off tractagiae, and relieve the pressure in the hydraulic
system before adjusting, lubricating, or serviding loader.

Periodically check all bolts for looseness andbrgue if necessary.

Before storage, be certain all hydraulic cylindanes fully collapsed so that the rod will not be
exposed to the elements or damaged.

Be certain hydraulic system remains sealed ainadls to prevent contamination.
Check and maintain an adequate fluid level intthetor reservoir prior to use.
Inspect all hydraulic system hoses and fittinBgplace prior to further operation if damaged.

Periodically inspect the two grease fittings fog Engagement pins. See page 21 for adapter break
parts diagram.
